1) Log in to our WebAssign class. The last link at the top menu says "My eBooks". Click that link.
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2) From the drop-down menu, select and click on our textbook (it will probably be the only one on the list, unless you have more than one class this quarter using WebAssign). Your eBook will open in a new window in your web browser.
 
3) Below is the student view of the eBook as you'll see it. 
You'll note that there are two lists of chapters: "Table of Contents" and "Assigned Readings". The Assigned Readings include only the sections of the book used in this course. When you are looking at a particular page of the book, if it isn't "assigned reading", there will be a note to warn you at the bottom of the page.
Along the top, there are some menus. "Media" will show you any linked resources--web tutorials, videos, and the like--made by the publisher for the book. The highlighter allows you to highlight your eBook--and it keeps a list in a "Highlight" Menu of all the places you've marked, so you can quickly find them.  Also, you can use the "notes" link to add notes to a particular page of your book. 
On the top-right side, you'll see a "search" which can find any word in the book for you, and below there are controls to zoom, move the page, print a page (or up to 10 pages), and the green "?" in a circle is a link to Help for the eBook.
On the bottom, you can toggle between full page and 2-page views, scaling the page to fit the width or height of your screen. You can select a particular page number by clicking the field at the bottom which reads the page number (in the picture, it shows "cover") and you can write in the page number you want to read. The arrows to the left and right will go back or forward a page.
Student Discussion, if clicked, is a way to type a note or message in the eBook which any other student can see if they are in the eBook and click on Student Discussion. I haven't tried it out yet, but I guess it's equivalent to writing on the textbook's "wall" in facebook. And you thought you were popular!
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
