Traditional notation is a set of instructions. Color, direction, and shape are not concepts new to music. Performers are creative people but too often, when not given detailed directions, they produce more blank stares than sound. Why? 

These graphic scores were created, as the title implies from red wine and ashes. They are to be viewed and performed. They are compositions. When asked “How do we play these?” my answer is “You tell me.” “What do these to sound like?” “I’m as curious as you are.” Is this music? The answer to that question involves too many personal opinions. Is it art? I framed them. 
The sounds in the pre-recorded tracks are "vocal," though not traditionally so. They are a representation of the multitude of sounds the voice can make aside from “singing.” 

This piece is meant to be a sonic experiment, and as such may not be for everyone. Although some may not enjoy the sounds, I hope you find the experience interesting.
