MARC FALKOFF is an assistant professor at Northern Illinois University, College of Law, and an attorney for seventeen Guantánamo prisoners.  His edited collection, Poems from Guantánamo, gathers twenty-two poems by detainees along with essays by Flagg Miller and Ariel Dorfman that represent a collective struggle, which began in 2004 for Falkoff and other pro bono attorneys, to “hear directly from the detainees themselves about their time in America’s notorious prison camp.”
