COURSE DESCRIPTION: A guided tour along the main streets, hidden alleyways, and neglected paths in and around ENGL Graduate-Ville, DU.  Theoretical, methodological, practical, and anecdotal excursions to other destinations included.  Requirements, options, guidelines, permissions: all negotiable, in due course.  Space limited.  Book early.  Maps will vary—contingencies, desires, expectations, and serendipities notwithstanding.
This is a 2.0 credit, graded class (not a Tutorial) that is required for all second-year doctoral students.  The English Department offers this course once every year, during Winter Quarter, and the class is taught by the current Director of Graduate Studies.  No other courses or Tutorials may substitute.  The Graduate Colloquium is required for graduation and counts toward the required 60 hours of foundational English Department course work.

First-year doctoral students may not register for ENGL 4000 because of other first-year requirements and also due to the targeted subject matter and outcomes.
Second-year MA students may take this class, which will count toward the required 45 hours of English Department course work for that degree.  Assignments in this course may be adjusted for MA students.
The primary aim for ENGL 4000 is to provide a lively introduction to a variety of professional development matters, including, for example: departmental policies; preparing for comprehensive exams & the dissertation process; preparing for the job market; teaching/publication/service; making one’s work public; models for authorship & for teaching; job opportunities beyond academia; disciplinary & interdisciplinary studies; theory & methodology; tenure & promotion; faculty & administrators; work & life, etc.
