Upon completion of coursework, one comprehensive exam will be on the topic of Latinx Religion, Theology, History, Sociology or Ethics. The student will write a dissertation on a topic that incorporates one of the above topics, and at least one dissertation committee member must  be Latinx Certificate faculty.
