The Assignment: I’d like you to revisit and reflect upon the three primary course objectives listed on the syllabus. Identify and discuss what you’ve learned for each objective.  Among the things you can do to flesh out your essay:

· Refer to weekly slide shows and notes for information that can be folded into your essay. There’s lots in there!
· Bring in favorite authors and money quotes. Name names!  
· Incorporate lessons from other courses you’ve taken that are relevant. 
· Refer to current events. 
· Discuss what we still need to learn or what you’d like to know about any topic, and why.
· Anything else you can think of!
