Course Description
This course introduces exemplary qualitative studies and consideration of implications for education and the social sciences and considers the types of questions asked by qualitative researchers and methods they use, particularly observation and interviewing. Students conduct their own qualitative study to consider application of theory, techniques, and practice to their dissertation research. 
Prerequisite: Students must have completed RMS 4941 and RMS 4942, or have the permission of the instructor.
Course Objectives
This course assumes that you have some knowledge and skills in research design and the collection and analysis of data. Readings and class discussions will focus on exemplary qualitative studies and rigorous qualitative study design. You will have with the opportunity to use qualitative research methods in ways that advance your doctoral dissertation proposal, and to report your findings through written and oral presentations. The open, nurturing atmosphere of this course will open new windows and provide new lenses so that you will come to see your dissertation topic in a new and confident light. Possibilities include developing a chapter(s) (i.e., introduction, review of literature, methods) for your dissertation proposal, designing and implementing a pilot study for your dissertation, or a combination of both.
Course Learning Outcomes
At the end of this class you will be able to: 
1. Develop three or more of the following elements of your dissertation proposal: your research question(s), conceptual and theoretical framework, literature review, research design, data collection instruments, data analysis procedures, carry out a small-scale pilot study
2. Describe the values and assumptions, and strengths and limitations of the appropriate qualitative research approach for your doctoral dissertation. 
3. Identify the methodological, ethical, practical, relational, and political considerations involved in your dissertation
4. Explain your own presuppositions and subjectivities regarding your specific content area, theoretical lens, and qualitative research approach
5. Develop your own academic voice through providing and accepting constructive group feedback in relation to yours and others’ thinking and qualitative writing
6. Identify the skills and strategies to successfully complete your doctoral dissertation

Weeks 9 and 10


1. Project Proposal (5%)
At our first class meeting, you will provide an overview of your latest thinking about your dissertation or a research project that you are interested in conducting. Provide a 1-page summary (single spaced) to share with the class (make copies for classmates). Include the following: statement of your research problem, purpose statement and research question, your specific research approach, and data collection methods and procedures.  
By the second week of class, submit a 1-page (single-spaced) project proposal. Possibilities include developing a chapter(s) (i.e., introduction, review of literature, methods) for your dissertation proposal, designing and implementing a pilot study for your dissertation, or a combination of both. If conducting a pilot study, complete the IRB Course Project Approval Form and briefly discuss how you will modify the Course Informed Consent Form (both are on Canvas).
2. Project Development Plan (5%) 

On or before the 5th week of class, you will schedule and attend a 30-minute meeting with me and submit a brief (1-page single spaced) report summarizing your project’s progress and including products in development (e.g., drafts of literature review, methods section, interview protocol, etc.).  

3. Research Project (50%)
You will write a paper that reflects the progress you have made on your project proposal.

4. Research Journal (15%)
You will keep a research journal which will include weekly reflections on your research project; the substantive theoretical and methodological issues that emerge from the assigned texts, class and community of practice discussions, and additional Canvas resources; and your understanding of the skills and strategies to successfully complete your dissertation.
5. Class Engagement & Contribution (10%) 
In this class, we will work together to develop a learning community that is inclusive and respectful. Our diversity may be reflected by differences in race, culture, age, religion, sexual orientation, socioeconomic background, and myriad other social identities and life experiences. A dedication to inclusiveness requires respecting what others say, their right to say it, and the thoughtful consideration of others’ communication. Both speaking up and listening are valuable tools for furthering thoughtful, enlightening dialogue. 
Class sessions will include small group conversations and whole-class discussions based on the readings and research activities. You will be expected to make unique and meaningful contributions to our learning community by critically engaging with the readings and come to class prepared to share the following: 

· your summation of each reading

· the extent to which each reading informs your perspective on qualitative research 
· the extent to which each reading relates to your dissertation research
You will assist our class formulate intelligent questions and clarify concepts during our class discussions, listen mindfully and provide constructive feedback to your peers, and deliver well-prepared presentations.
We will form communities of practice (CoPs) before the second class session in which you will share your project progress and your understandings, questions, and suggestions for each other’s work.  
In addition, on one occasion during the class, you will present an article related either to your research topic, research approach (e.g. ethnography, narrative inquiry, case study, feminist inquiry, action research, etc.) or research design (e.g., interviewing, observation, document/artifact analysis, etc.). Provide a 1-page summary for your classmates in advance or I can make copies (include full citation of reference) and be prepared to make a 15-minute presentation illustrating the article’s relevance to your dissertation research.  
6. Oral Presentation (15%)
During the last two weeks of class, you will make an oral presentation (25-30 minutes) on your research project findings. You will receive feedback from both your classmates and me.
