About the IIE Study Abroad Endowments:
1. The Nancy Petry Grant is a supplemental award up to $5000 for a U.S. student currently enrolled in a graduate degree program for study abroad during the upcoming academic year.  The award is intended to be used for supplementary coursework, seminars, conferences, or other academic-related costs that would enhance your educational or professional goals. Applicants should demonstrate commitment to serious study abroad as a complement to academic and career goals. There are no restricted fields of study; however, applicants in the fields of environmental studies, international business, or economics are encouraged.  Students should demonstrate some proficiency with the language of their chosen country if the program proposed is for a non-English speaking country.
2. The Adell & Hancock Fund is to provide supplemental support to a U.S. student who is currently enrolled in an undergraduate or graduate program for study abroad and is in need of additional funds to carry out their international educational plans for the upcoming academic year. Students should demonstrate proficiency with the language of their chosen country.  Awards may vary but can be up to $2000.
Eligibility:

· Must be a U.S. Citizen (If not a U.S. Citizen by Birth, please provide naturalization information including date of U.S. Entry, Naturalization #, date & place of naturalization)
· A minimum 3.5 GPA is required
· Currently enrolled in a degree program at a StudyColorado member institution (www.studycolorado.org)

· Program must be 30 days or longer and occur in Summer and/or Fall 2022
Required Documents:
· Completed and signed Scholarship Application & Essay
· Resume or CV including all institutions attended, fellowships, honors or activities, work experience and prior foreign experience including length of time outside US and reason

· Letter of recommendation from someone in your department
· Unofficial transcript

· Itemized budget of planned expenses including documentation of other funding sources
· Evidence of language proficiency (if non-English destination country)
Processing & Deadline:

· Required documents must be received by your University no later than April 1, 2022  
· Application materials must be submitted to your Institution (NOT IIE) 
· Scholarship recipients will be notified via email starting the week of April 28, 2022
