Course Description
The archaeology of periods for which there is also written history, historical archaeology is a dynamic and interdisciplinary field. It also has a distinct set of concerns and methods that builds upon, but does not replicate, those of prehistoric archaeology. This course is designed to engage students in the practice of historical archaeology through readings, discussions, and the hands-on analysis of archaeological materials. Typically, the first class of each week will be a discussion of readings in historical archaeology. The readings will introduce student to theoretical and methodological issues in the discipline, as well as important case studies. Many of the readings will have a North American focus, but will also address international practice. The second class of each week will have a hands-on focus. Backed by readings on historic materials analysis, we will discuss and practice the types of research historical archaeologists perform on artifacts, focusing on different material types each week. Each student in the course will process and analyze a set of materials excavated from a historic site--the Granada Relocation Center National Historic Landmark, better known as Amache.  It is likely that the amount of analysis students need to perform will take longer than the scheduled 2 hours of class on Thursday, so additional lab hours will be held after class on Thursdays during office hours.
Course Requirements
In keeping with the dual focus of the class, you have two main responsibilities.  First, students will be expected to arrive in class having completed the assigned readings.  This will be evidenced by being able to either discuss readings or work with the appropriate materials in the lab as supported by your reading.  In addition, on discussion days, each student will submit a discussion question to the Canvas discussion forum by 8 am the day of class.  In some instances, the instructor will lay out some of the issues involved in the reading, but mostly the class will be devoted to discussion directed by student questions.  Each student will also write a midterm essay that engages with course readings and discussion.

  Your second main responsibility will be to the artifacts you have been assigned to process and analyze.  For the most part none of these items have yet been catalogued or analyzed so your work contributes greatly to the progress of the Amache project.  You will be expected to perform all of the basics of lab work, including keeping a lab journal, sorting and housing appropriately your assigned artifacts, basic analysis, and data entry for these items.  Many items would benefit from additional analyses as well.  Your journaling; object sorting, housing, analysis, and database entry needs to follow the guidelines given to you in your lab manual.  You will be assessed for the consistency and care you took in your lab work and record keeping.  At the end of the class each student will complete a report on the results of their analysis that ties their findings to the site research design.  
Graduate students in the class will have a few more required readings; be expected to engage at a deeper level with course material; and to produce longer, more complicated written assignments.

Students will complete a take-home midterm based on readings from the first half of class.  An initial analysis of two classes of objects (metal and ceramics) will be completed earlier in the term and assessed for student progress.  Complete and final analysis of all artifacts assigned to teams, as well as a final narrative report discussing your findings are due at the end of the term (see below for dates of assignments).
