Homework:
In the lecture outline you will find a set of recommended homework problems for each chapter. You do not have to turn in these problems. However, make sure you do enough of them to be sure you understand them. Working these problems is the best way to learn the material and to prepare for the exams because the exam problems will be similar to the homework problems. Working the problems also tells you whether you really understand the material or not. 



It is important to keep up with the material as it is covered in class. Read your book and work the appropriate problems soon after the material is covered in class. If you fall behind, you will make the class much more difficult for yourself.

Exams:
There will be two 50 min. exams during the quarter and a cumulative final exam, each worth 200 points. If your final exam score is higher than one of your other exam scores, that exam score will be dropped and your final will count double. There will be no make-up exams. If you miss an exam, for any reason, it will have to count as the dropped exam. The final exam is not optional.
