· Summit came about as a result of these three goals

· Primary focus of the summit is to tell the university how important graduate research is. Funding is important.

· Funding Ideas 

· We have a budget surplus – we have one quarter’s worth of extra money in the account 

· Maybe we should bring some interdisciplinary speakers 

· GSG had to impose caps on giving people GSPDG funding because our cap is low – reconsider upping the limits that we are willing to fund

· First time since the grant was created that GSG could not fund at 100% 

· GSFF still has the bulk of where the applications are coming from 

· We could fund presenters and attendees at the same rate in GSFF and then let it go to GSPDG for the rest of the funding
· Could we just raise the percentage limit for both groups? 38% for presenters, 19% for attendees (currently)

· 100% is only for presenters on a panel – roundtable or poster presentations will not get fully funded 
· GSFF does not distinguish between different types of presentations 

· Temporary increase in the percentages? We will likely vote and decide on this during the next meeting.
